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elected officers may be from the nominating committee or nominated from the floor.
Section 4: No Commander may serve more than two consecutive terms.

ARTICLE V - EXECUTIVE
The executive power of this Chapter shall be vested in the Chapter Commander.

ARTICLE VI - AUXILIARY

The DAV Auxiliary, if participating in a Chapter Forget-Me-Not Drive, will be compensated by
level of effort and participation, as determined by the Chapter.

ARTICLE VIl - AMENDMENTS
This Constitution may be amended at any Chapter meeting by a vote of two-thirds of those
Chapter members present and voting, subject to approval of the Department and National
Judge Advocates, and effective only after the date of said approval, provided that any such
amendment is read at two (2) Chapter meetings.

BYLAWS

ARTICLE 1 - ORGANIZATION
Section 1: This Chapter recognizes the National Organization known as Disabled American
Veterans, incorporated by Act of Congress, and affirms its allegiance to the National
Organization, its Constitution, Bylaws and all rules, mandates and regulations promulgated
pursuant thereto. Upon dissolution of the Chapter, the assets remaining after the payment of its
debts shall be distributed as provided in Article 6, Section 6.4 Paragraphs 5 and 6, of the
National Bylaws.

Section 2: The governing body of this Chapter shall be the Chapter in Session except as
otherwise provided in this Constitution and Bylaws.

Section 3: Minutes of the meetings of the Chapter, including the Chapter Executive Committee,
shall be kept for 5 fiscal years and be available for inspection by any Chapter member.

Section 4: The name of this Chapter or of the Disabled American Veterans must not be used in
connection with any political, sectarian or labor dispute, nor in any manner not related to
wartime service-disabled veterans. Nor shall the Chapter enter into or engage in such activities.
However, nothing in this paragraph shall prohibit the Chapter from participating in political
issues which have a direct bearing upon the welfare of America's disabled veterans.

Section 5: Except as expressly provided in the National Bylaws, the Chapter shall not sponsor
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CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE | - NAME
The name of this Chapter shall be Disabled American Veterans Sunrise Mountain Chapter 13

Incorporated.

ARTICLE Il - PURPOSE
The purpose of this Chapter is to build better lives for all of our nation's disabled veterans and
their families and, in furtherance of that purpose, to support the programs of the Disabled
American Veterans as provided in the National Constitution and Bylaws and Regulations of the

National Executive Committee.

ARTICLE Ill - MEMBERSHIP
Membership in this Chapter shall conform to the requirements as set forth in the National
Constitution and Bylaws. There shall be no associate, special or honorary memberships in this
Chapter. The DAV has a non-discrimination policy whereby all requests for aid and assistance
are given equal consideration without regard to race, color, religion, sex, national origin,
handicap, age, or any other legally protected classification. Further, such non-discrimination
policy applies to all qualified applicants for employment by the DAV for all positions, and to all
activities in which DAV has been engaged, or in any way may be engaged at any time in the
future.

ARTICLE IV - ADMINISTRATION
Section 1: The administrative affairs of this Chapter shall be vested in the Chapter Executive
Committee in emergencies only and all other actions of the Chapter Executive Committee must
be ratified by a majority vote of those Chapter members present and voting, at the next regular

Chapter meeting.

Section 2: The Chapter Executive Committee shall be composed of the Commander, Senior
Vice-Commander, Junior-Vice Commander, Treasurer and any other elected Chapter Officers.

Section 3: At the time specified in the Chapter Bylaws, the Chapter shall elect annually a
Commander, Senior Vice-Commander, Junior Vice-Commander, and a Treasurer. Such other
officers as may be necessary to operate the Chapter may be appointed by the Commander,
with the approval of the Chapter. The Chapter Commander or Senior or Junior .Vice
Commanders may not serve as the Chapter Adjutant or Chapter Treasurer. Nominations for
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
